Entry is received by the WTF by online only. This registration site www.2011wqt.org is for online registration of team entry only.  Please sign up with login ID and password provided to your Member National Association and input your Team Info and team entry completely.
Please make the size of the photo and passport copy not bigger than 500KB before uploading.  It is recommended to make the picture file in .jpg format rather than .pdf file.
1. Entry

1) Athletes entry quota per country

· Maximum 2 male and 2 female athletes can participate in the tournament.

· No reserve athlete is accepted.

· No entry will be accepted during on-spot registration (accreditation in Baku).

· No changes in entry will be accepted during on-spot registration.

2) Entry fee: 
· US$200 per athlete

· Entry fees and penalties should be paid to the Organizing Committee in Baku at the time of accreditation of the teams in Baku.

· Cancellation or no-show: Cancellation of participation will be accepted without penalty until June 10, 2011 local time in Baku.  In case of cancellation after June 10, 2011 local time in Baku or no-show, individual entry fee for cancelled athletes should be paid.

3) Entry deadline: May 31, 2011 midnight local time in Baku (GMT+4 hours)
· Entry registration between June 1 and 10, 2011: US$200 penalty per team will be added to individual entry fee to online entry registration of the entire team or addition of athletes or team officials.

4) It is strongly recommended that the teams should complete entry submission by online together with visa application by no later than May 31, 2011 as successful issuance of entry visa cannot be guaranteed after May 31, 2011.

5) Entry registration after June 10, 2011 midnight local time in Baku shall not be accepted under any circumstances.

6) Replacement of the registered athletes and officials
· Registered athletes or team officials may be replaced without any penalty fee until June 10, 2011.
· Change of weight division for registered athlete or addition of an athlete in new weight division after the deadline of June 10, 2011 shall not be accepted under any circumstances
7) Team officials
· Head of Team and Manager are NOT eligible to accompany their athletes into the Field of Play (FOP) during their matches.

· Only one Coach or one Trainer can accompany their athletes into the FOP during their matches together with one Team Doctor.

· Per country: Maximum 1 Head of Team and maximum 3 Member National Association officials

· Per team (male & female team, respectively): 1 manager, 2 coaches, 1 trainer and 1 team doctor

· The number of team officials cannot exceed this quota.

· Any team officials within this quota who are not registered online by June 10, 2011 local time in Baku should pay US$100 per person when he/she wants to be accredited in Baku.
2. WTF Global Athlete Licence (GAL)

· Athletes should hold WTF Global Athlete Licence in addition to Kukkiwon Dan to compete in the tournament in Baku.

· Kukkiwon Dan is needed for GAL application.  

· GAL application can be made only by the Member National Associations of the WTF.

3. TUE (Therapeutic Use Exemption)

· Athletes who take for therapeutic purposes any substance or medicine in the Prohibited List according to the WADA Anti-Doping Code and/or WTF Anti-Doping Rules should send to the WTF a TUE form to WTF Anti-Doping Coordinator at sport@wtf.org by no later than 21 days before the tournament (by no later than June 9, 2011)
